NO TO EXPLOITATION!
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Trafficking in human beings is a growing problem in most
countries of the world. France is also concerned, and all social
groups are affected.

Because they are generally in need and in search of protection,
exiled persons are more likely to be exploited in the context
of trafficking in human beings.

Here are some key tips on how
to best protect yoursellf.

In France, support services are available to all
free of charge. Do not pay anything for obvious
intermediaries.

IF A PRIVATE INDIVIDUAL HAS OFFERED
YOU ACCOMMODATION IN A HOUSE, FLAT OR
PRIVATE ROOM, ASK TO SEE THEIR IDENTITY
CARD AND NOTE THEIR NAME AND ADDRESS.

You have the right to be domiciled at this

address and perhaps, depending on your

situation, to receive social benefits, subject
to conditions. Give this address to your friends
and family. Remember that a person does not
have the right to ask you for money, work,

domestic services or sexual favours in exchange
for this accommodation. It is normal to help with

household chores in the homes of people who

are hosting you for free, but if you find that the
demands are too much or that you have to work

without pay, ask for help.

They will be able to handle the necessary steps
to be taken for a dignified welcome: access to
rights, health coverage, access to work, access
to French language training, etc.
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IN FRANCE, YOU MAY HAVE THE RIGHT
TO BE EMPLOYED UNDER A CONTRACT
AND TO RECEIVE A SALARY.
Be especially careful if someone promises you
a lot of money in a short space of time or offers
you help (accommodation, etc.) in exchange for
free work. If you are a minor, you have the right
to go to school in France. For this, contact a
child protection association or a social worker.
If you are a minor, without parents in France,
contact an association, the Aide sociale
a I'Enfance or call 119.
